‘First Step Homes’ has submitted a planning application for 40 houses at West Tolgus

We must act now to object – the deadline for objection is Thursday 1st September.
THIS IS YOUR ONLY CHANCE TO OBJECT
Individual objection letters from as many residents as possible is our best course of action
Comments can also be posted on the Council website (link overleaf) 
BUT personal letters hold the greatest weight.
Only if enough objection letters are lodged, will this application be put to the planning committee. Otherwise, it will be approved or rejected by a single planning officer.
We need to let our parish and Cornwall councillors aware of the strength of our opinion. 
It is their duty to represent our views
The construction of the proposed estate of 40 houses would mean:
· Loss of Greenfield site
· At least 224 extra vehicle movements per day, every day 
· Reduction in road width and loss of parking space outside Tolgus Villa
· The destruction of 4 Cornish hedges, which pre-date 1880 (though application states no hedges are present!)
· The disturbance of land (and creation of dust)  containing  nearly 20 times the safe levels of arsenic
· An increase of the run off of surface water
· A development (which includes terraced houses) that is not in keeping with an area which is 95% bungalows
· Far too many vehicles on a narrow, essentially single track road with very poor visibility

Residents have had absolutely no consultation about this development – we ask why not?
We have concerns about the incomplete nature of investigations before this application was submitted:
· The land contamination survey calls for further detailed study –why was this not completed before application?
· The initial environmental study calls for a full detailed study on the impact to wildlife – why has this not been done?
· Why are existing residents not included in the risk assessment looking at the dangers of arsenic pollution?
· What measures are in place for the removal of the highly invasive Japanese Knotweed?
· Data used to calculate vehicle movements taken from Yorkshire, Cumbria, Wales & Dorset. Cornwall has specific transport patterns - why was data from more local areas not used?
· There are no details of the affordability scheme – are these properties truly affordable to local residents?
· Why are there efforts to build housing here when Tolvaddon has been the agreed focus of development?
· Why is there no data on the housing need specific to West Tolgus, included in the application?
[bookmark: _GoBack]If more affordable houses are built than there is an immediate local need for (this means people eligible AND in a position to cover the relevant costs)  then these houses could be available 
for sale to individuals outside of the Illogan area and possibly outside of Cornwall.
Our advice to you is to outline your personal objections to this development, taking from your own opinion and our key points as you see fit. 
Then put it all in a letter and submit it to the case officer. It is important to also send a copy of the letter to your parish councillor(s) AND your County Councillor, Peter Sheppard. We must shout loud and hard to be heard in time. We must ensure that they represent our views.
Parish meeting 25th August – Parish Councillors will make their decision
It is essential that as many residents as possible attend this meeting. We had fantastic turnouts to the 2009 meetings –we ask for the same show of strength again.  
Either the WTRA chairman or secretary will put forward our key objections and concerns
A good presence at this meeting allows the full weight of our opinion to be felt
